“Teen dating violence is threatening the well-being of our youth.  And there is no greater public concern than protecting the lives of our citizens – particularly the lives of our youth.  They are our future.  I am pleased today to be a part of this kick off event for National Teen Dating Violence Awareness and Prevention Week.  My very presence here today is an indication that the importance of stopping domestic violence is not just a federal concern; it is not just a local concern; it is not a concern that knows political boundaries. It is a rally cry toward a common goal among local, state and federal leaders to end domestic violence.  And what better way to break the cycle of violence than to teach our young people that violent relationships are not loving relationships.

Combating domestic violence has long been the focus of my prosecutorial career as a United States Attorney, and now as the District’s first Attorney General.  My office assists hundreds of domestic violence victims every year – many of whom fell into a pattern of violence as teens, but were too afraid to tell a friend or loved one about the abuse.  It is my hope that National Teen Dating Violence Awareness and Prevention week will give our young people a voice and encourage them to speak out against domestic violence.”
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
